Windsor Report:   Alston made reference to the Windsor Report in his discussion of the upcoming Diocesan Council in Southhaven.  The Windsor Report is the result of much study and discussion about human sexuality within the international Anglican Communion.  One of the invitations of the Windsor is that the Episcopal Church, the Anglican Church in the United States, “effect a moratorium on the election and consent to the consecration of any candidate to the episcopate who is living in a same gender union until some new consensus in the Anglican Communion emerges.”  Alston explained that the Episcopal Church is being invited to express regret for the consecration of the bishop of New Hampshire as well.  Should the Episcopal Church choose not to accept the invitations of the Windsor Report, some in the Anglican Communion will consider that we have chosen to “walk apart” from Anglicans in other parts of the world.  Should we be invited out of the Anglican Communion, the Episcopal Church would become more or less another mainline sect in North America.  Lambeth 2008 will begin to address the issues more substantially.
